Image 1: Recommendation: Replace the overrunning
alternator pulley

If the V-ribbed belt is subjected to strong, dynamic move-
ment, this may cause the engine to produce loud noises.

In some cases, the noise continues even after the V-ribbed
belt and the tensioner and deflection pulleys have been
replaced.

The recommended repair is to replace the overrun-
ning alternator pulley.

This considerably relieves the pressure on the assembly
drive by reducing both the tension peaks on the belt and
the vibration behaviour.
