
Checking the tension and deflection pulleys during servicing

Technical Info No. 1830
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We recommend a detailed visual inspection  

of all the belt drive components at a mileage  

of 30,000 km or at the latest at 60,000 km. 

Procedure:

Bar the engine slowly by hand as there may be 
damage to the pulley running surface precisely on 
the underside and this cannot be seen on a single 
viewing (if necessary, enlist the help of a 2nd 
mechanic).

Damage to the pulley running surface

If you notice damage to the pulley running surfaces, 
please replace the damaged components.

Installation instructions:

• �Check the toothed belt tension pulley and 
toothed belt deflection pulley prior to installation  
for damage

• �Do not allow the components to fall
• �Do not use any levering tools (such as e.g.  

a screwdriver) to install the toothed belt
• �Replace damaged components
• �Observe the tightening torques specified by  

the vehicle manufacturer

Vehicle manufacturers:

Audi, Seat, Skoda, VW

Engines affected:

1.4; 1.4 16V; 1.6; 1.6 16V

On different models of the above-mentioned 
manufacturers with 8V and 16V engines the 
situation may arise in individual cases where the 
toothed belt tension pulley and/or the toothed belt 
deflection pulley show signs of damage in the 
area of the pulley running surface.
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A damaged pulley running surface may cause 
damage to the toothed belt and thus result in the 
toothed belt tearing.
